· Has in-text citations
· MLA Format
· Times New Roman size 12
· Has a title
· Has a heading
· Has a header
· Double spaced
· 1 inch margins around every page 
· Has a Works Cited page
· The words WORKS CITED are centered and follow the rules for your essay title 
· Double spaced
· Last page of essay
· Header with page number continue on the page 
· Sources are listed in alphabetical order based on the first word listed in each source
· Times New Roman size 12
· Has hanging indents for each source
· 1 inch margins around the whole page 
· Sources listed are used in the essay and vise versa
· The sources follow the correct “formula” when written
